Course Catalog Description: An experiential study of group structure, group dynamics, methodology, and leadership models applicable to working with clients in small groups in both school and community settings. Includes skills building through supervised practice.

Purpose of the Course: To provide students with an awareness of appropriate group procedures (e.g., task, psychoeducation, counseling, and therapy) for preK-12 level children in a school setting and mental health clients.

	Class Attendance and Participation.  The classroom format is largely experiential.  It is not possible to make up the experiences of demonstration, discussion, and feedback done in class.  In order for maximum learning to occur, you must attend class regularly.  Everyone is entitled to two (2) absences without penalty. It is expected that all readings be completed prior to class in order to maximize class discussions.
